Minimum Eligibility Requirements for Consideration of
Admission to Post-professional DPT Program

To be considered for admission into the Post-professional DPT Program at KUMC, a student must have:

1. A physical therapy degree with a minimum GPA of 3.0 from a program accredited by the Commission on
Accreditation for Physical Therapy Education (CAPTE) or an international equivalent.

2. A current state license to practice physical therapy. A Kansas license is not required.

3. Current full or part time employment as a physical therapist. Many of the courses in the program require access
to clinical patient records.

4. Three letters of recommendation completed according to the application guidelines. Two letters of
recommendation from practicing physical therapists are suggested.

5. Access and working knowledge to a computer with Internet capability.
NOTE: The Department of Physical Therapy and Rehabilitation Science reserves the right to waive any documentation

normally required and to admit a student, or deny admission, whenever it believes it has sufficient information to make
the decision.

Minimum Eligibility Requirements for Continuation in the
Post-professional DPT Program

To be considered a student in the Post-professional DPT Program at KUMC, a student must:
1. Maintain a GPA of 3.0 as designated by the Graduate School.
2. Continue through the program on an active basis. Students must complete at least one course per year based
on starting semester. Students who fail to complete one course per year will be removed from the program.
Exceptions will be considered on an individual basis following a written letter from the student to the DPT

committee.

3. Students must complete the program in a five year period based on starting semester.
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
