—|Distance Education Program
moving to Kansas City

I n June of 1995 the Dept. of Physical

Therapy and Rehabilitation Sciences at
the University of Kansas Medical Center ini-
tiated plans to meet the need to develop
and implement an expansion distance edu-
cation offering to underserved areas of
Kansas in need of physical therapy. An
innovative program was then designed to
include the offering of the professional cur-
riculum at the campus of Pittsburg State
University in Pittsburg, Kansas using inter-
active distance education technologies. The
first class of eight students graduated in
May 1999. As of June of 2002, 28 students
will have graduated from the program.
Over 50% of the graduates of the
"Pittsburg program™ have remained to work
in SE Kansas.

Due to budgetary cutbacks, it has become
impossible to continue this program. The
class of 2003 will continue at the Pittsburg
site. The class of 2004 will move to the
Kansas City campus to begin their physical
therapy education. In the future, a total of
44 students, i.e. 36 plus eight additional
students will be accepted into the Kansas
City based program, in order to continue
our commitment to serving the rural areas
of Kansas.
