EPA PROPOSES AMENDMENTS
TO THE SPCC RULE

On December 2, 2005, two proposed amendments to the Spill
Prevention, Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Rule were
signed. The first streamlines the regulatory requirements for
qualified facilities and equipment regulated under 40 CFR Part 112.
The second extends the SPCC compliance dates for all facilities.
The official rule will be available on EPA’s website as soon as it is
published by the Federal Register Office.

EPA also recently released the SPCC Guidance for Regional
Inspectors. The guidance document is intended to assist regional
inspectors in reviewing a facility’s implementation of the SPCC rule.
With its publication, EPA seeks to establish a consistent
understanding among regional EPA inspectors on how particular
provisions of the rule may be applied. The SPCC Guidance for
Regional Inspectors is available online at
http://epa.gov/oilspill/guidance.htm.
