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Federal Register 32464 (June 6, 2006) requires
facilities reporting Toxic Release Inventories (TRI),
a.k.a. Form R’s, to use North American Industry
Classification (NAICS) codes in place of the
Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) codes
previously used on TRI reporting forms. Facilities that
report to TRI are required to use NAICS codes on
reporting Form R and the Form A Certification
Statement for reports due to the Agency by July 1,
2007 covering releases from Reporting Year (RY)
2006.

EPA is neither adding nor deleting industry groups
from the list currently subject to reporting
requirements. EPA is simply providing a crosswalk to
NAICS codes from those SIC codes already subject
to reporting requirements, and requiring covered
facilities in those industries to report the NAICS code
corresponding to the covered SIC code.

In this rulemaking, EPA is also amending 40 CFR
372.38(e) to extend the exemption provided therein
to owners of covered facilities who lease, with no
other business interest, such facilities to operators of
establishments that are classified in any SIC code or
NAICS code that is subject to TRI requirements.
