And it's vitally important to
our future. There are different reasons for this. One is that science is part
of our culture and helps shape, in major ways, the way we think about
ourselves and about the world we live in.” In the current political climate,
science is under attack. Science should not be a political issue, it should
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transcend politics. The only way for that to be the case is for as Dr. Gleiser puts it, there to

be “more science in the media, more science in the schools, more science discussed in our
communities.”

As CHMMs we have the responsibility to accurately present our science and engineering
practices and to share the knowledge and ideas we have with our colleagues and when
appropriate, with friends, family, and to whoever else will listen. The Heartland Chapter and
the National AHMP organization help facilitate that transfer of knowledge and ideas and to
grow/develop new ones.

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In Other News

The world's highest webcam has been installed in the Nepalese Himalayas, beaming
live images of Mount Everest back to scientists studying the effects of climate
change on the planet's tallest peak. The solar-powered cameraq, set at 5,675 metres
(18,618 feet) on Kala Patthar, a smaller mountain facing Everest, will withstand
temperatures as low as minus 30 degrees Celsius (minus 22 Fahrenheit) and operates
during daylight hours. The webcam operates from 6:00 am to 6:00 pm Nepalese time
(0015 to 1215 GMT) from the Kala Patthar summit, recording stunning images of 8,848-
metre Mount Everest as well as the South Col. The footage is then analysed by
scientists in Ifaly who hope to learn more about climate change and global warming
using the images in conjunction with meteorological data gathered from Everest.
