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Midwest States Call for 20% Reduction in GHG Emissions

Six Midwestern governors and a Manitoban premier have released recommendations for a regional cap-and-trade
program to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. The plan calls for a 20 percent reduction in greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions from 2005 levels by 2020, and an 80 percent reduction by 2050.
The recommendations give governors in the Midwest a possible framework for a regional system if Congress fails
to act pass a federal cap-and-trade system by 2012, reports KSTP TV News in Minneapolis and St. Paul. Signed
by the governors of Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota and Wisconsin and the premier of Manitoba,
Canada, the recommendations are the result of an 18-month process that began in 2007 when the governors
formed the Midwestern Greenhouse Gas Reduction Accord. The Midwestern program’s design will focus on
promoting carbon sequestration through good agricultural practices, investment in carbon capture and storage, and
energy efficiency, says WRI.
The Midwest plan covers more economic sectors than the Northeastern system, which is already in effect but
focuses on the power industry, and unlike the Western system that phases in different sectors of the economy, the
Midwest brings them in all at once, reports KSTP News. Source: Environmental Leader

On April 21, 2009, the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) approved the newly revised standard,
“Criteria for Accepted Practices in Safety, Health, and Environmental Training” (ANSI/ASSE Z490.1-2009) .
This standard calls for qualified training to ensure that workers and SH&E professionals have the knowledge,
skills, and abilities necessary to protect themselves and others in the workplace.
Z490.1-2009 covers training development, delivery, evaluation, and management of training and training

programs. Criteria within the standard were developed by combining accepted practices in the training industry
along with those in the SH&E profession.
Employers may use the standard to assess the services of outside training providers or to audit or improve their
own training programs, while training providers may use the standard to assess and improve their training
services. The standard, which includes detailed annexes and references, can also serve as a basis for development
and management of training and training programs.
