Summer Research Training Program.

This is an opportunity to participate in virtually all aspects of a basic or clinical science research project with the guidance of a faculty research mentor.  This includes: reviewing literature to understand why the research is being done; helping design a project, if not already done; doing the project; analyzing the results; and presenting your findings.  SRTP-affiliated projects are available at KUMC, in Amsterdam, Spain, and Germany.
Why consider Summer Research?

To enhance your skills to analytically read and interpret biomedical literature.


To enhance your ability to apply scientific reasoning to the problem-solving process.


To better understand the process of biomedical research by first-hand experience.

Requirements of this Program.

Minimum 2.0 cum-GPA at end of Spring Semester. 


At the end of the summer, submit drafts of an Abstract and a PowerPoint presentation summarizing the research project.  Both can be finalized later, if needed, and will be used for a required oral presentation of the research at the annual KUMC Student Research Forum - SRF, (SRF Poster presentation optional to a limited number of students).  Guidelines to assist you will be provided.  You also will have the option to enroll for Research elective credit hours that can be part of your required elective credits toward graduation: 4 credits = full time, 8 weeks, or 2 credits = half time for 8 weeks or full time 4 weeks.  
Scholarships.

Limited number of cost-shared $2,500 Summer Research Training Scholarships are competitively awarded for only full-time research at KUMC.  Funding for affiliated institutions in Spain and Germany will be discussed during the interview [only international research applicants have interviews].
