The Federal government, in partnership with private lenders, offers a low — interest Plus Loan for Graduate and
Professional Student (Grad PLUS). This loan enables students who are enrolled in at least 6 credits hours and
who have a good credit history to borrow for educational expenses for students. The student must be admitted
to a graduate/professional program, have completed a FAFSA, must either be U.S. citizens, U.S Nationals, or
eligible non-citizens, and are not in default on a federal education loan. We encourage students to utilize their
Federal Stafford Loans before borrowing the GradPlus loan.

Complete the online application process with the lender you have selected to process the loan
Complete and return this document to the Financial Aid Office
